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This course is designed to provide the students with opportunities to
analyze and evaluate theories and models for nursing practice and
research. The components of theory and related concepts will be
identified and described. The process and evolution of theory
development in nursing will be described, The criteria of analysis
and evaluation of theory and the relationship of theory, research, and
practice will be discussed. Students are expected to critically review
the literature of the selected theory and validate the related concepts
in clinical setting. Specifically, this course consists of the following
objectives:
1. Understand knowledge development in nursing.
2. Review the history of theory development in nursing.
3. Understand the strategies for concept analysis.
4. Identify the components of a model or theory.
5. Describe the relationship of theory, research, and practice.
6. Apply selected criteria for analysis and evaluation of models and

theories.
7. Evaluate the current.
