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The aim of this course is to introduce the basic concepts
of human diseases to the students, with special emphasis
on the series of alternations in the body as the disease
develops. After a short introductory lesson, systemic



pathology of each organ system is taught. Dictative lectures
are given implemented to help the students to build up a
fundamental knowledge of pathology.Two written
examinations will be given (mid term and final) to evaluate
the student's performance and progress.
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
