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1.The 2025 (Academic Year 114) Sports Day and Family Day will be held on Saturday, November 15. This
day will be considered a working day, and all faculty and staff are required to attend the opening
ceremony at 8:30 a.m. and participate in the scheduled activities. A compensatory holiday will be
granted on November 17.

2.To coordinate with the Faculty and Staff Welfare Committee’s distribution of POLO shirts, and to
promote a unified appearance, all faculty and staff who have received the shirts are requested to wear
the POLO shirt provided by the Welfare Committee (see attachment; either long- or short-sleeved) on
Sports Day and join the activities enthusiastically.

3.This year's Sports Day will feature four main events: the Campus Fun Run, Creative Cheerleading
Performance, Fun Competitions, and a Carnival.

(1)The Campus Fun Run will start at 9:15 a.m. (competition and leisure divisions). Please arrive at the
plaza in front of the gymnasium 10-15 minutes earlier to collect your identification wristband and warm
up. Participants must get a stamp at the turnaround point; the finish line will close at 9:55 a.m.

(2)All faculty and staff (as listed by the Personnel Office) will serve as judges for the Creative
Cheerleading Competition. After completing the run, please proceed to the area outside the gymnasium
to collect the score sheets. The level of participation by each college’s faculty and staff will be counted
toward the Overall Spirit Award.

(3)The faculty and staff fun competition this year is titled "Handle with Care” and will be in mixed-
gender teams of 10 members each. Every participant will receive a sports towel provided by the Welfare
Committee. Please come and cheer for your colleagues!

(4)The Carnival will take place from 10:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m., featuring international food tasting and
interactive games. Everyone is welcome to join!

4.Faculty and Staff Check-in/Check-out Procedures:

(1)Attendance will be based on the Personnel Office's list (those registered by October 31).

(2)This year, check-in/out will be done using both electronic QR codes and paper forms. Please bring
your mobile phone or show your staff ID; proxy sign-ins are not allowed.

(3)Faculty and staff who complete both morning check-in and afternoon check-out will receive a
NT$200 Carrefour gift voucher, issued by the Office of Student Affairs within one week after the event.
(4)Both opening and closing check-in/out locations will be at the Student Activity Center Plaza. The
times are as follows:

Morning check-in: 8:30-10:20 a.m.

Afternoon check-out: 2:00-4:00 p.m.

(1)The performances will be held in the gymnasium.

(2)The event will start promptly at 10:20 a.m. After signing in, please collect your score sheet. Score
sheets must be returned to the registration desk before the judges’ commentary concludes. Upon
submission, you will receive a NT$100 Carnival Coupon, valid at both the carnival booths and the
campus restaurant.
